2025 NAIDOC Social Media Submission

The National Rugby League (NRL) community is inviting individuals from the community to share their photos from NAIDOC 2025 events with the hashtag #NAIDOCNRL2025 for a chance to be in the draw to win a 2025 All Star jersey.
TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF SUBMISSION:
1 By entering the Competition, you agree to be bound by these Terms and Conditions of Submission.
2 The terms governing any Submission include these Terms and Conditions of Submission (Terms), the Schedule to the Terms (Schedule), and any other instructions or considerations relating to the Submission as considered applicable by the judging panel.
3 Only submissions that comply with the Terms and Schedule will be considered valid for publishing on the website.
4 Any capitalised terms used in these Terms have the meaning given to them in the Schedule, unless stated otherwise. In the event of any inconsistency between the Schedule and these Terms, the Schedule will take precedence.
5 Time Zone. All times and dates in the Terms refer to the Time Zone in operation at the time of the Submission.
6 Submission Period. The Submission will be conducted during the Submission Period (refer to item 6 in the Schedule). The ARLC is not responsible for any submission that is not received by the ARLC during the Submission Period, for whatever reason. Incomplete or indecipherable entries will not be accepted. 
7 Entry Restrictions. Eligibility to enter the Submission is subject to the Entry Restrictions.  Entrants must be 18 years or older to submit their photos. Photographs submitted must not exceed 5MB per entry. Entrants must be following NRL Community Instagram.
8 Entry Method. To enter the Submission, individuals must enter in accordance with the Entry Method (and any other entry details provided by the NRL) during the Submission Period.
9 Use of Personal Information.

a. Individuals agree that they are fully responsible for all aspects of the photographs submitted. The ARLIC, ARLC and/or NRL is not liable in any way for such photographs to the full extent permitted by law.
b. Individuals warrant and agree that:
i. they will not submit any photograph that is unlawful or fraudulent, or that they may be deemed to be in breach of any intellectual property, privacy, publicity, or other rights, defamatory, obscene, derogatory, pornographic, sexually inappropriate, violent, abusive, harassing, threatening, objectionable with respect to race, religion, origin, or gender, not suitable for children under 14, or otherwise unsuitable for publication;
ii. their photograph(s) shall not cause injury, offence or harm to any person or entity; they will obtain prior consent from any person who, or from the owner(s) of any property that, appears in their photograph(s)
iii. Individuals must ensure that their photographs do not infringe the rights of any third party or otherwise they will obtain full prior consent from any person who has jointly created or has any rights in the photograph to the uses contemplated by these Terms, and the photograph does not infringe the rights of any third party;
iv. they consent to any use of the photographs which may otherwise infringe the individual's moral rights pursuant to the Copyright Act 1968 (Cth) and warrant that they have the full authority to grant these rights; and
v. they will comply with all applicable laws and regulations, including without limitation, those governing copyright, content, defamation, privacy, publicity, and the access or use of others' computer or communication systems.

· All photographs submitted by individuals may not be published on the website.

	To enter, individuals must submit the following elements:

· A photograph taken at a NAIDOC event2025
· Photographs can be either landscape or portrait.
· Individuals must be following NRL Community on Instagram.
· All photos/videos are to be submitted on Instagram with the #NAIDOCNRL2025
